PARK RULES & INFORMATION

We want all of our guests to have a safe, relaxing stay. We need your help. Please
respect other campers and our park facilities. Thank you!!

QUIET HOUR 1lpm-8am. Please keep radios off and
talk low. Children under 18 must be on site after
10pm. No loud music or noise at any time.

SPEED LIMIT 5 MILES PER HOUR. Slow down and
relax!! Please do not drive with passengers on
hoods, trunks or tailgates. Watch out for children!!

CHECK-OUT Before noon from rental units. Before
2pm from site, pool, and all facilities. To stay later
(Sun.-Thurs,, sites only) , pay 1/2 day fee before 2pm.

GUESTS All campers’ guests must register at office
and pay entry fees before entering park.

BICYCLES Permitted during the day. Children must
ride slowly, stop at crossings, and use helmets.

ALCOHOL & DRUGS Moderation and legal behavior are
required. PLEASE DO NOT DRINK & DRIVE!!

PROMOTIONAL PHOTOS By entering our park, you
agree to appear without compensation in images
we take and use for advertising.

CARS Max. 2 per site. Please do not park on other
sites. Cars must display valid passes.

POOL/LAKE PARKING Please parallel park on grass
completely off of main road.

PETS One dog or cat per site, quiet, on a short leash,
and supervised. Must be tied up and next to your
camper, and in your camper at night. Not permit-
ted in or near pool, sports, playground, buildings or
rental units. Attack-prone breeds not permitted
(ask), and troublesome pets will have to leave.
Please pick up after your pet.

DISHWASHING Please do this at your site, not in the
bathhouse or laundry areas.

FIREWOOD Please do not cut any standing trees.
Use wood on ground or buy at store.

CAMPEIRES Permitted inside rings provided. Do not
stack rings. Watch for children!! Must put out fires
by 11:30pm.

SKATES, SCOOTERS, ROLLERBLADES, SKATEBOARDS,
MOTORCYCLES, MOTORBIKES, FIREWORKS AND
FIREARMS Not permitted at any time.

PLEASE NOTE: Most people have good sense and respect others. If you do not, remember that we enforce our rules to
protect our campers and our park. Management reserves the right to evict, at our discretion and without refund, any
person whose conduct is objectionable or violates park rules. Any guest damaging property will be expected to pay for
it. The management assumes no responsibility for accidents, injuries, or losses from any cause.

SERVICES & FACILITIES

CABLE TV Free. On RV sites and in Rental Units.

FREE WIRELESS INTERNET Available in many (not all)
park areas using your wireless-ready computer. If no
signal in your area, use the wireless hotspot in the
snack bar dining area. Jellystone Park is not respon-
sible for connection problems, signal loss, internet
content or computer problems.

GAME ROOM Open 10am-1pm and 5pm-10pm daily.
Pool tables, ping-pong tables, video games and juke
box. Token machine takes $1-$20 bills.

POOL, SPRAY POOL & SPA  Summer hours 10am-8pm,
weather and light permitting. Cut-offs, street
clothes and large floats not permitted. Adults
must accompany children 14 & under. Spa is for
adults 21 years and up.

BOAT RENTAL 9am-Dusk. $5/half-hour, $10 deposit
required. Maximum 4 persons per paddle/rowboat, 2
persons per barracuda/kayak. Adult must be in boat
with child under 18. Life vests required/provided.

OFFICE/STORE Summer hours Fri. 9am-11pm, Sat.
8:30am-9pm, Sun. 8:30am-8:00pm, Mon.-Thur.
9am-8pm.

SPORTS EQUIPMENT Tennis, paddleball, ping-pong,
shuffleboard, basketballs, volleyballs and
horseshoes. Obtain at office for refundable $5
cash deposit. Return items when finished. Balls
for racquets for sale only.

AREA ATTRACTIONS Please see brochure rack and
guide book near check-in desk.

PROPANE We fill tanks at 11:30am and 4pm. Pre-pay
at the store, then bring your receipt and tank to fill
station next to Yogi's Theatre.

LAUNDRY Machines are located at comfort stations
near the office and in the upper tenting area. No
clotheslines on sites please.

GARBAGE Please bag and place in large green
dumpsters. We do not have on site pickup.

RECYCLING Use small green bins by propane fill
station across from Yogi's Theatre.

TABLES One per site.

SNACK BAR Yogi's Picnic Basket is open May 23 -
Sept. 7, weekends in spring and 7 days in summer.

PARK REPAIRS Please see us at the office.

MESSAGES Placed on message board at the office,
on wall next to check-in counter. We deliver emer-
gency messages only.

EMERGENCIES/PROBLEMS Please contact office or
staff immediately. If office is closed, call 434-4743
for park staff or go to caretaker’s trailer across
from playground. For emergencies, call 911 from
payphones by ranger station. For Ellenville
Community Hospital, take route 52 to Ellenville, left
on 209 North, 2 miles on right.
